Hi guys,

Over the last few weeks, we have been learning how to classify: animals, plants and microorganisms. All of these
things are alive but they are very different from each other. We are now going to be drawing life cycles for the
different classifications of animals - starting with mammals today! A life cycle is a circle, which explains what
happens at the different stages of a life. The circle means that the exact same stages will keep on happening, over
and over again. This is because, as we know, a circle doesn't stop. It has no corners and keeps on going round and
round and round.

Attached is a teacher model to help you - remember, this week, we are just doing mammals. Also attached is a
blank life cycle, which you can type on or print off and write on. There is a PowerPoint to help you as well.

Feel free to draw/ copy and paste pictures in your life cycle.
Key words:

embryo - how a mammal starts off in the womb of their mother.

Womb - where female mammals carry their unborn baby.

Independent - can do things on their own and don't need an adult to help them as much.

Sex - gender. Males and females are different genders - they are the opposite sex.

Male - boy/ man.

Female - girl/ woman.

Nurse - when an adult female mammal gives their baby some milk, which they drink to make them stronger.

This can be quite difficult to get your head around. If you are struggling, please ask for help from a family member
and you can email me as well. If you are really struggling, just write down the key words around your cycle but do try
and put them into a sentence.

When x numbers we don't just add a zero, we have to physically move every digit depending on whether we are
multiplying by 10, 100, 1,000, 10, 000, 100, 000 or 1,000,000. It is the same for dividing, we have to physically move
every single digit.
